The start of the school year is in the rearview mirror and we are moving ahead with some great news 
about our School District!  Our current enrollment for PK-12 is at an all-time high, 412 students.  That is 
23 more students then we finished with at the end of last school year.  We had a first day enrollment of 
415.  Our elementary grades (PK-5) are at 215, middle school (6-8) is at 71, and the high school (9-12) 
is at 126.  This has created some larger elementary classes and fuller bus routes ɀ but those are great 
problems to address. 
 

You may hear your students talk about some realistic drills involving our safety protocols at school.  We 
will regularly practice evacuation, shelter, lockout, and lockdown scenarios throughout the year.  Some 
will be rehearsed for practice and some will be without warning in order to check readiness.  In each 
case we assess our response and evaluate ways to ensure the safety of students and staff. 

 

This October the District will unveil its new partnership with Central Community College in Columbus 
to provide a College and Career Pathways program at S-RC.  The program will include robust dual credit 
offerings where students can take online or S-RC courses that count for both high school and college 
credit.  Those courses will count toward the College Bound program and may earn the student a partial 
tuition scholarship at CCC.  The program will also ensure that the students take courses that are 
transferrable.  Our Career Pathways will focus on three tracks ɀ Agriculture Science, Health Sciences, 
and Business-Marketing-Information Technology.  Students will have the opportunity to receive 
certification in each pathway while taking dual credit courses taught by CCC and S-RC instructors.  Each

are appreciative of the support of CCC and the hard work of many S-RC staff members to make this a 
one of a kind reality for our students. 
 

I want to pass along a few congratulations to our students.  Clare Kohl was selected to serve as a student 
representative to the School Board.  With this position Clare is sworn in as a non-voting member of the 
school board in order to advocate the voice of students.  This is a first for S-RC and this creates an 
exciting opportunity for students to learn the importance of serving on local boards.  Alyssa Blohm, 
Brenna Houdersheldt, and Allison Nekl were members of a team that attended a mural competition at 
Hastings College.  Their mural will be hung in the Activities Entrance for the 2018-2019 school year to 
honor their great work.  We also have two students who will be singing with National Choirs this school 
year.  Alyssa Blohm was selected for the NAfME All -National Choir that is affiliated with the Nebraska 
Music Educators Association and Julia Augustin was selected to perform with the National FFA Choir in 
Indianapolis.  Both students chose to audition independently and will perform this fall.  Our athletic 
teams are off to a great start, Football is 4-0 as I write this and ranked #5 in the Journal Star in Class C2. 
Volleyball is sitting at 4-4 on the year, the Girls Golf team continues to bring home several individual 
medals, and the Blue River Panthers Softball Cooperative has several S-RC Huskies in their starting line-
up as they battle a tough Class B schedule this year.  I am very proud of our students and their 
willingness to take on tough challenges! 
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On October 3rd we will host Bobby Truhe of KSB School Law who will present to our students in grades 
3-12 on Digital Safety.  We strongly believe this is vital to the safety of each child that they conduct 
themselves appropriately on-line and treat others appropriately in that same medium.  With technology 
readily available, the program will ensure students understand what to do and not to do with smart 
phones, tablets, and laptops.  The program is open to parents and Mr. Truhe is always willing to provide

On September 17th the School Board passed the District Budget and Tax Asking for the 2018-2019 school 
year.  Because district valuation went down by over 2%, the School Board levy setting may impact each 
individual differently.  The budget for the General Fund will have a 0% increase and tax asking for the 
Bond and Special Building Fund will decrease by $25,000.  Overall, the district will need the same 
amount of revenue in 18-19 as it need in 17-18.  Due to a decrease in net-option funding and a reduction 
in Federal funds, the District will receive $190,000 less in outside revenue for the General Fund from 
last year.  To make that up, the total tax asking for 2018-2019 will increase by $188,750 or 2.97%.

Have you noticed the banners that are on the East end of the 
Activity Hallway?  These banners recognize the SRC- High School 
as being ranked as Best of Best High School.  The following steps 
explain how U.S. News & World Report makes their determination: 
 Step 1: The first step determined whether each school's students 
were performing better than statistically expected for students in 
that state. 
 Step 2: For schools passing the first step, Step 2 assessed 
whether their historically underserved students ï black, Hispanic 
and low-income ï performed at or better than the state average for 
historically underserved students. 
 Step 3: For schools passing the first and second step, Step 3 
required schools to meet or surpass a benchmark for their 
graduation rate. This is the third year U.S. News has included this 
step. 
 Step 4: Schools that made it through the first three steps became 
eligible to be judged nationally on the final step ï college-readiness 
performance ï using Advanced Placement and International 
Baccalaureate test data as the benchmark for success. AP is a 
College Board program and IB is an International Baccalaureate 
(IB) program; both offer college-level courses at high schools 
across the country.  
Shelby ï Rising City High School was one of only 77 schools in 
Nebraska earning this distinction.

Elementary students have been learning social 
skills and how to be respectful learners in order to have a more enjoyable and beneficial learning experience. 
Students in grades K-3 have been learning and reviewing the learning skills: focusing attention, listening, 
using self-talk, and being assertive. We also talked about how to be respectful by having eyes watching, ears 
listening, voices quiet, and bodies still to not distract others. Students in 4th and 5th grade have been reviewing 
empathy skills and how to build relationships while still being respectful of those that need some space. As 
the year continues, students will be learning about emotions, emotion management, calming down skills, 
and problem-solving steps. 
     I am very thankful to the Polk County Substance Abuse Coalition (PSAC) who has helped fund our 
SecondStep resources that we use for social skills classes. This year, with funds from PSAC, all elementary 
staff members received lanyards with a tag that has the calming down and problem-solving steps that we 
have been learning and using for the last seven years! We were also able to get folders for the 2nd-5th grade 
students to keep materials in as well as refer to for the calming down and problem-solving steps. As well as 
additional education materials for individuals and small groups, we were able to purchase pencils and 
bookmarks that our students will be getting later in the year. 
     This year my role has changed to a full time elementary school counselor, and I have more time to meet 
with students individually or in small groups to work on social skills, academic goals, behavior plans, and 
emotional needs.

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HOW TO MAKE THE MOST OF YOUR 
ELEMENTARY PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCE 

  
Students do better in school when parents get involved. Attending parentςteacher conferences is one way to be involved and help 
your child succeed. A parentςteacher conference is a great opportunity to discuss your child's progress, share your child's 
strengths and needs, and work with the teacher to help your child do well in school. 

  
The Basics:  Parentςteacher conferences happen twice a year. They're brief meetings, lasting about 15 minutes. S-RC has set aside 
specific dates and times for conferences, but if they conflict with your schedule, try to find another time that works. If you can't 
make it into school, ask your child's teacher if you can schedule a phone conference instead. If necessary, separated parents can 
ask a teacher to schedule separate conferences. Other school staff who support your child's learning will be available at 
conferences. In some cases, the student may attend the conference, but parents also can ask for private time with the teacher. 
Conferences focus on learning, although behavior and social concerns might be discussed. The teacher will review your child's 
progress, including strengths and areas in need of improvement. You also might talk about fall testing scores ς DIBELS and MAP 
Growth. 

  
Before the Conference:  Some parents track their child's schoolwork and progress and already know what they need to talk about 
with the teacher. Some may have been talking with teachers at IEP or 504 plan meetings. For those parents, the conference is a 
chance to update each other on how the student is doing. Other parents may be talking with the teacher for the first time. 
Whether it's your first conversation with the teacher or one of many, it can help if you go prepared. Know ahead of time how your 
child is doing and what you want to discuss. Even if you know all is well, attending conferences shows your kids that you're 
interested in how they do in school.  LƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴ ǊŜƎŀǊŘƛƴƎ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ŀŎŀŘŜƳƛŎ ǎǳŎŎŜǎǎ Ŏŀƴ ōŜ ŀŎŎŜǎǎŜŘ ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘ tƻǿŜǊ{ŎƘƻƻƭΦ  LŦ 
you are unable to access PowerSchool, Amy Pospisil in the elementary office can assist you. These tips can help you make the most 
of those important meetings: 

¶ In the weeks ahead of a conference, check in with kids about how they're doing on homework and in each 
subject.  

¶ Review homework and any recent projects, tests, quizzes, report cards, or progress reports. 

¶ Ask if there are questions or issues your child wants you to discuss with the teacher. 

¶ Plan to bring something to take notes with (paper and pen or a laptop or other device). 

¶ Share a few things about your child with the teacher τ interests, strengths, favorite subjects τ to help the 
teacher know your child better. 

¶ Write down questions or topics you'd like the conference to cover.  
Depending on your situation, you may want to ask about: 

¶ Is your child is meeting grade-level expectations (not how he or she compares with peers)? 

¶ Is your child struggling with educational testing? 

¶ What does the teacher see as your child's strengths and challenges and how are these are being addressed? 

¶ What other services are available to help your child grow as a learner? 

¶ Can you make a plan to check in regularly if there are any learning or behavior problems?  

¶ What are your child's work habits, independently and in large- and small-group instruction? 

¶ How does your child get along with other students in class and during lunch/recess?  
If any school-related problems arise, contact the teacher or other school staff by phone or email. You don't have to wait until 
parentςteacher conference time to handle your concerns. 

  
During the Conference:  Teachers usually meet with parents in back-to-back meetings, so try to be on time for your meeting. At 
the meeting, remember to: 

¶ Get contact information for the teacher and ask what the best form of contact is (letter, email, phone call, 
message via student-teacher-parent web portal, etc.) 

¶ Take notes. 

¶ Ask to see classwork and homework samples, tests and quizzes, and standardized testing. 

¶ Ask your questions and share information about your child. 

¶ Make the most of this time by focusing on your child's learning. 

¶ Summarize the main points of the discussion to confirm details and any next steps.

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After the Conference: To follow up after the meeting: 

¶ Contact the teacher with any questions you didn't have time to ask. 

¶ Review your notes about what you and the teacher will do to support learning, then make detailed plans about 
how and when you will help your child. 

¶ If you still have concerns or do not agree with an evaluation, put your thoughts in writing and schedule a meeting 
with the teacher or Mrs. Glock as soon as mutually convenient. 

¶ Check in with the teacher to follow up on your child's progress. 

¶ Review what was discussed at the conference with your child, including any special learning plans, and share the 
positive comments the teacher made. 

¶ Consider sending a thank-you note to the teacher and any other educator who took the time to attend the 
conference. 

Keep in mind that you and your child's teacher have the same goal: To help your child succeed in school.
